SHORTHAIR CURL

The Shorthair Curl’s coat is short to medium in length. The distinctive feature of the breed is the unique,
attractively curled ear: quite firm to the touch, erect and open, curving up in agentle curl. The Shorthair Curl
isamedium-sized cat, well balanced, with afeeling of unexpected weight. Conformation of the cat is more
important than size. A Shorthair Curl takes two to three years to reach maturity.

Length: in proportion to body length - 3
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Coat 12 Length: short to medium, should lay flat but not close-lying. Hair on tail should be same
length as on body - 4
Undercoat: minimal, no ruff - 4
Texture: soft, pleasing to the touch, with alustrous sheen - 4

Color 2 All colors accepted, including pointed. White lockets, toes and groin spots acceptable in solid
and pointed colors.

PENALIZE: Heavy undercoat, coarse textured hair, ruffs;, deep nose break; donkey ears or low set ears.

WITHHOLD Anextreme curl: in an adult where the tip of the ear touches the back of the ear or the
WINS head, giving the appearance of a"rosebud” or no ear at all.
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
