DON SPHYNX
GENERAL: The specific feature of the Don Sphynx, DSX, is it’s hairlessness. The Don Sphynx is a result of a spontaneous mutation that originated in the city of Rostov-on Don in Russia in 1987. The gene for hairlessness is a dominant one which resulted in the first truly hairless cat. The Don Sphynx is a solid cat, soft and warm to the touch. Males are significantly bigger than the finer boned females. The cat is intelligent, friendly, loving. Due to their gentle nature and friendly disposition they are easy to groom and handle.
Head:  45
 

General shape 30

Head is wedge shaped slightly longer than wide.
Just above and between the eyes is a palpable indentation.
Forehead is flat. 
Cheekbones prominent

Nose is of medium length and straight, with a definite curve to the forehead

Muzzle is well defined. Of medium length, slightly rounded with slight whisker break-“pinch”

Jaw is well developed

Chin is strong

Whiskers, Curley, thick, of any length, may be broken off
 Ears 10
The ears are large, wide open, and slightly tilted forward, held alert, with rounded tips. The outer edge of the ears continues the lines of the head. 

The distance between the ears is not larger than an ear's width. Ears sit neither low nor on top of the head
Neck Medium length, strong and muscled, rounded in shape. Powerful, especially in males
.Eyes 5
Almond shaped, Slightly slanted upwards toward. Medium in size and open, alert expression. All eye colors are permitted.

Body 20

Medium long, medium strong and muscular. Broad rounded chest, strong solid shoulders and back. Male is more muscular and gets significantly larger than the female.

Legs are medium long and medium strong in proportion to the body. Hind legs slightly longer than the front. 
Females may have slightly finer boning. 

Paws are oval with long prominent toes “monkey fingers” 
Tail is slender, broader at base and tapering to the tip. Length in proportion to the body. Tip is rounded. The tip may be covered with soft, dense close lying, slightly curly coat.
Coat and Skin 30

 The skin is elastic, completely naked or covered with a slight down. Vertical wrinkles separate the ears and run down the forehead into horizontal lines above the eyes. Wrinkles desirable especially around the muzzle, between the ears and around the shoulders, although wrinkling should not be so pronounced that it affects the cats’ normal functions.
Allowance is to be made for residual fur on the points: muzzle, ears, legs and tail. In young cats the muzzle may be covered with short thin fur. Allowances will be made for sparse furnishings of trimming on the body in the winter months. Slight down hair is accepted, 
Hairlessness preferred.
Condition  5

Coat Types:

HAIRLESS Born bald and remain that way throughout its life. Show coat. 
Flocked Appears hairless; has the texture of a chamois. Residual flock hair no more than 2mm length on the whole body. Show coat.

Velour Born with a bald spot /Monk’s cap on the top of the head. Body is covered with a wavy coat, which disappears gradually within the first year.

There may be some residual hair remaining on the face, legs and tail, but most are usually hairless by 2 years of age.  texture of chamois. Show coat. 
Brush Bristly, soft, wavy, often wiry fur on the whole body with bald area on the head, upper part of neck or back. More than 2mmin length. Admissible for breeding program (or show without being eligible for Championship if allowed ) otherwise not or show.

Color All colors and patterns are recognized. Any amount of white is permitted.
Allowances: Lockets and white buttons

Permissible outcrosses: NONE beginning September 2014. Prior to September 2014: Siberian, Russian breeding and European Shorthair, No member of a recognized breed.

Penalize Covering with thin short wavy fur on the whole body, round feet, small or low set ears, round eyes, head a long narrow wedge or too round, short tail, lack of wrinkles, deformation in skeletal tail (kink)
Disqualify Any indication of wavy hair, or suggestion of Devon Rex or Cornish Rex in molt; any evidence of depilitating, plucking, shaving or clipping, or any other means of hair removal. Entropion,  malocclusion more than 2mm.
