
SELKIRK REX SHORTHAIR
Scale of points (also see General Preface)

The Selkirk Rex is the result of a dominant, spontaneous mutation that causes each hair (guard, down and awn) to have a gentle wave or curl giving the coat a soft feel. Curl will vary by gender and age and may take up to two years to develop fully. This is a medium to large cat with heavy boning giving the cat surprising weight and an impression of power.  Females may be smaller than males but not dainty in appearance.  The Selkirk Rex has a sweet, alert, active personality

Head

The head is round and broad with full cheeks. The underlying bone structure is round with no flat planes.  Nose has a downward slant with either a convex curve or a straight line with the convex curve preferred.  There is a nose stop. The muzzle is medium in width, length being equal to half the width. The short muzzle, clearly visible beyond the curve of the cheek, has rounded bone structure with well-padded whisker pads giving the impression of squareness 
Chin

The chin should be firm and well-developed.  .  The tip of the chin, tip of the nose and upper lip should line up on the same vertical plane.  

Ears

The ears are medium in size, broad at the base, tapering, and set wide apart, fitting into the rounded contours of the head.  Furnishings are curly and tipping is desirable. 
Eve Shape

Eyes are large, rounded and set well apart.  They should be on the same horizontal plane when

seen from the front.  Color ranges from copper to green with blue preferred for pointed patterns.  There is no relationship between eye color and coat color.  Depth, evenness and brilliance will be given preference. 
Neck

 The neck is short and thick with curly fur.
Body

The body is rectangular, medium to large and well-balanced.  The torso shows substantial musculature.  The back is straight with slight rise in the hindquarters.  Shoulders and hips should show the same width. 
Legs and

The legs are medium with substantial boning in proportion to the body length. Paws are large

Feet,

 rounded and firm.
Tail

The tail is thick and medium in length.  It is heavier at the base tapering slightly to a rounded tip.
Color

All colors and patterns allowed are allowed.  White lockets and toes are acceptable. 
Coat Texture

The coat is short, approximately 1 to 1 ½ inches.  The  neck ruff and tail fur should be the same

length as the coat.   Whiskers should be curly but, are brittle and often break off.  The coat will feel thick and full with open wavy curls that are not long enough to form ringlets. The texture is soft, plushy, dense and obviously wavy/curly. The entire coat should show the effect of the Rex gene.  There should be no bald or thinly covered areas. Allowance should be made for seasonal coat changes and age.  
Objections:

Excessive cobbiness or Oriental appearance; almond or oval-appearing eyes

Withhold Wins:

Lack of a nose break; lack of a visible muzzle.
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
